Lesson 5 – Burning a Music CD via ImgBurn
1. Insert a blank CD into the CD / DVD drive.

2. Launch Imgburn by pressing Win+D, pressing the ‘I’ key until you hear the name Imgburn, then press Enter.

3. Select Write Mode by pressing ALT, M, then W.
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4. Select the music files to be burned to a CD by navigating through the folders 

on your computer. The following steps will select two files from My Music. 
For more details on file navigation, see Lesson 6 – Navigating through the files on

your computer.

4a. Press Down Arrow until you find My Music.

4b. Press TAB twice to move to the Sample Music folder.

4c. Press Down Arrow to select that folder, then press Enter to open it.

4d. Press SHIFT+DownArrow to select the two files: Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9 and

Highway Blues.
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5. Press CTRL+J to add these files to the ‘burn’ list.

6. Press CTRL+B to open the Burn window.

7. Press Enter to start the burn process.

8. Wait 3-8 minutes for the burn process. You will hear a music jingle and the words “Successfully Completed”. Press the Enter key to close the status message.
9. Remove the disc from the drive and label it for blind or sighted as needed.

12. Press ALT+F4 to close Imgburn.
